DiscDogathon Event Brief Description

Freestyle:

	A choreographed 2-minute routine set to music, using 5 discs, performing a variety of tricks and maneuvers.  The format will be judge using the Skyhoundz PAWS Scoring System with a maximum of 40 points or 10 points within each of the following four categories: Presentation, Athleticism, Wow Factor, and Success. 


Distance/Accuracy:

	A 60-second event using 1 disc. Points are awarded for catches made within one of the 4 scoring zones based on the most trailing paw (10-20, 20-30, 30-40, & 40-50 yd.).  Points are 1, 2, 3, & 5 respectively with a bonus of a ½ pt for each catch made with all paws in the air.


Xtreme Distance Team:

	The game is similar to the individual Xtreme Distance, but teams will be formed by the host based on disc weight preference ranking and players’ levels attempting to create equal teams.  It is the team’s decision on which one of the 3 weight class each player will throw.  Each competitor receives three attempts with a 60 sec time limit. Canines must not cross the throwing line before the disc crosses. Thrower may not step on or over the line at the time of the throw. Catches will be measured from the middle of start line to the point where the trailing leg of the canine contacts the ground at the time of the catch. Successful tipped catches will be counted as being caught at the point where the canine first made contact with the disc.  Competitors may change discs (within their individual weight class) between throws.  Grand total distance of each player’s longest catch will determine the top teams.


Time Trial:

	A 60 sec event using 1 disc where each competitor or team will attempt to complete two 20-yard throws to a canine in the shortest amount of time possible. To qualify as a successful throw, the disc must be caught by the canine beyond the 20-yard line that runs from one side of the field to the other (there are no side-boundary lines). A maximum time of one minute will be permitted.  Time will stop when the canine crosses back over the start/finish line in possession of the disc after completing the required two 20-yard catches.  The disc can be retrieved by the handler.  Fastest time declares the top teams.
	


* Team events will be made up of one dog/handler pair from different clubs attempting to have teams of one dog/handler from each of the three levels being able to match their abilities to the task at hand.  These teams will be determined the day of the event.  Make sure you have identified your appropriate level for both Toss & Fetch type events and Freestyle on the registration form, either B (Beginner), A (Intermediate), or AA (Advanced).  Note: Xtreme Distance are for the Discs’ weight classes or Light (L) < 85 Grams, Classic (C) 85-110 Grams or Unlimited (U) > 110 Grams,
See www.skyhoundz.com for more detail description of the guidelines for the formats listed above.

Clinics- An overview of clinic choices
Throwing Disc & w/Dog – Clinician will help participants with technique for toss & fetch. This clinic will start with handlers only, moving quickly to adding your favorite pooch. Discs types will be discussed as well, so bring your favorite discs to throw and others if you have them!  Feel free to identify specific issues you have with throwing &/or your pooch.
Turn it up a notch (your team’s game that is) – General discussion on ways to improve your team’s game by working through issues that we have with our dogs (you know ... those problems called humans!), general issues or pitfalls of disc doggers, tips and tricks on getting an edge on your competitors through faster recalls, quicker turns, better jumps, improved presentation, varied releases, jump timing to name a few.  
Vaulting – Clinician will show participants training techniques to get their dog vaulting off of different parts of their body.  This is not for the weak of heart or should we say body … bring your vest (we should have some on hand for sale) and long (non-slip) shorts for this clinic.

Freestyle Review – (A Mark Jennings’ selection) Have you ever asked the questions … what went wrong with that trick? … why did my dog bulk or misread the move?  If you said yes to these or other similar situations, come to this clinic to present your issues or routine for the clinicians to review and provide another set of eyes to point you and your pooch in the right direction.
Tricks and Releases – Working on medium to high degree of difficulty type tricks, clinicians, will teach you some tricks that you might not have seen before or help you perfect the trick you have dreamed of performing.  Feel free to identify any throw you have difficulty perfecting, dreamed up, or is a twist on an existing trick.
Freestyle Set Building – (A Mark Jennings’ selection) Have you ever had the issue with transitioning to the next throw or set of throws and/or perfecting certain throws to your pooch?   If you said yes to these or other similar situations, come to this clinic to present your issues for the clinicians to review and provide another set of eyes to point you and your pooch in the right direction.
The plan is to present as many of these clinics as time allows; every attempt will be made to give you your top choice. We will run one clinic at a time over 30 minutes to 1 hour time slots.
